	6. Feast Days Optional Handout
This handout is being re-released because the Feast of St. Louise de Marillac has been changed to MAY 9, and a version of the handout with better formatting is available.  The handout is on the Formation web page.  
The Daughters of Charity were asked to reconsider the date of the feast of Saint Louise de Marillac because the traditional date of March 15 (the anniversary of St. Louise’s death) is during Lent, and it is preferable not to celebrate solemnities during that liturgical season.  The Daughters chose May 9, the anniversary of the beatification of Saint Louise, as the date of her canonization also falls during Lent. The celebration of the feast of Saint Louise de Marillac remains a solemnity and from now on will be celebrated each year on May 9.  In 2016, the feast of St. Louise de Marillac can be celebrated on either March 15 or May 9.

	Some new advice for “Understanding Poverty”.  This will appear in the Formator’s Guide eventually.
In each community, poverty has different "faces".   There will be a different mix of situational poverty, life-long challenges, generational poverty, recent immigrants, and other patterns.  Slide 101 provides an opportunity for the group to talk about their particular community.  We recommend that you inquire about patterns of poverty in the community before the Orientation, so you are more familiar with the assumptions of your participants.  In addition, Vincentians themselves are not always middle-class Americans of European extraction.  When your audience is diverse, you may need to adjust the presentation.  Remember that your goal is to give the participants some background so they better understand the challenges faced by people they serve.

Note for slide 107: Recent immigrants, despite a history of poverty, often fall into the “situational poverty” pattern rather than the “generational poverty” pattern.  Immigrants tend to believe that they can change their future by their actions.  Immigrating itself is taking a huge action to change your future.  There can also be other cultural differences, depending on the country of origin.
