Yes, we admit it. We get more out of our Vincentian 
service than we give. We get to see the face of Christ 
in those we serve. How could it be any better than 
that? 
  
In a recent Wall Street Journal column, opinion 
columnist, Andy Kessler, advises college graduates 
that volunteering is fine, but is usually more about 
you than about the ones you serve. Better to take 
your new costly education skills, he says, and "scale 
it" to help many more people than one can serve on 
one's own in a community shelter or food bank. Don't help one person; try to invent 
something that can help thousands, or even millions. 
  
He has a point. I'm glad that someone else has caught on to what we humbly call 
Systemic Change. 
We don't all have the skills or the drive to be entrepreneurs or inventors. We don't 
always know how to take an idea and scale it upward across national and economic 
boundaries. We don't all have access to capital, or to distribution channels, or to the 
other factors that help bring an idea to fruition. 
  
Yet we do all have hearts and hands, so we do what we can. We advocate for others 
in power to change government rules and laws that create barriers, and to create new 
policies that make it easier for those in need to succeed. We match the unemployed 
with community companies willing to hire the people with criminal backgrounds, 
with disabilities, with no experience or other obstacles to employment. We teach, 
whether it be financial literacy, English as second language, or other "soft skills" that 
enable people to advance or sometimes just to survive. This is also scalability, but in 
the hundreds, or even only in the dozens, for the people we help.

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Q: Our pastor has alienated himself from many parishioners, parish groups 
and St. Vincent de Paul. He wants SVdP removed from the parish. What can 
we do? 
  
A: The pastor has every right to ask SVdP to leave his parish, just like he has every 
right to invite us in. The way the question is stated, the pastor seems to be at fault 
since he is alienating more than SVdP; but we must be sure that we are not the ones 
causing the separation. The first thing to be done is to see if there is any way to keep 
the Conference alive and well. If someone in the Conference has a good relationship 
with the new pastor, then that person should contact the pastor to find out what the 
issues are and try to help resolve those issues. If that does not work, the following are 
a few possibilities open to you. 

1. Ask your district or diocesan president to meet with your pastor and try to 
resolve issues.  

2. Seek assistance from the Bishop of the Diocese. Understand that doing this 
may make the pastor's feelings toward SVdP worse. People in authority 
generally don't like it when someone goes over their head.  

3. Have all of your members join a neighboring Conference turning over your 
assets to them.  

4. Continue to operate as a Conference but outside of the parish itself. Find a 
location to meet regularly and work out the logistics.

5. Disband the Conference, turning over all assets to the next higher Council. 

Q: One of the Conferences in our district is putting information about SVdP in 
their Church bulletin. I think the information about what and when they are 
doing things is great! They also put in pictures of their Vincentians and the 
number of years they have been involved. I did not know if there was a 
conflict with us promoting ourselves or patting ourselves on the back. I would 
love to do this for our members, but just wanted to make sure it was 
acceptable. 
  
A: It is an acceptable practice. The practice described above may help to draw others 
to the Society. The more our fellow parishioners know about the Society, the more 
they will support us. Also, experience has shown that not many of the people we 
serve read our parish bulletins.  
  
However, many of our Conference members throughout the country believe our 
members should maintain a low profile. They believe that, as you make yourselves 
known, you open yourselves up to be contacted directly by those in need. There may 
or may not be validity to this thinking. 
  
The response to this will vary throughout the country. As long as the Conference 
members are comfortable with this practice, it is acceptable.

Please note: Councils and Conferences should check with their 
(Arch)Diocesan Council before taking any action regarding tax exemption. 
The Council may be filing for everyone; individually you may not have to do 
anything. 
  
Effective January 1, 2018, the IRS reduced the IRS Form 1023 application user fee 
from $850 to $600 and the group ruling application fee from $3,000 to $2,000.

In October of 2016, the Society began a two-year plan to transition all Councils and 
Conferences (except Isolated Conferences) off the Society's Section 501(c)(3) Group 
Ruling with the IRS (GEN 5496).   
 
As the deadline approaches, October 1, 2018, we take this opportunity to remind 
leadership of the need to take action to plan a smooth transition to the tax exempt 
process your Council will undertake.

The options contain step-by-step instructions for you to implement the necessary 
changes for your Conference and/or Council.

St. Vincent de Paul Thrift Store Facade, Alcove 

blessed 
 
FORT WAYNE, IN:  

 
The St. Vincent de Paul Society thrift store on 
Fort Wayne's near south side has recently 
undergone extensive renovation as part of a 
$220,000 remodeling project. Aided in part by 
a $20,000 façade grant from the city and 
supplemented by monetary donations from 
friends of the organization, the building 
stands in silent tribute to the charitable work 
of a vast organization of Catholic lay men and 
women. Those members of the Fort Wayne 
Society of St. Vincent de Paul, Inc. are 
devoted to the spiritual growth of its 
members and person-to-person service to the 
poor. 
  
Store manager Tim Fagan said that work on 
the building actually began two years ago with 
a new roof. Then, last fall, improvements 
continued with a new exterior façade and windows, and a handicapped ramp was 
installed for easier access by clients with mobility issues or who use wheelchairs, as 
well as mothers with strollers. Now everyone can "enter with dignity," he pointed 
out. 
  
A decision to remain in the same location and make the necessary upgrades was
